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Purchasing “Clean Energy” with RI – IPL

Rhode Island Interfaith Power and Light, in partnership with Peoples Power and Light, offers faith-based community members to accomplish four important objectives at once:

1. Add clean, renewable energy to our state’s overall electricity pool and displace an equivalent amount of fossil fuel-based energy

2. Help the congregation through the award of a finder’s fee for each member who signs up, when the congregation signs up for “green up” to apply to any electric meters that are National Grid accounts billed to the congregation.
3. Congregation members receive a tax deduction based on the additional amount paid out to GreenStart on their monthly National Grid electric account.
4. Act on the value of caring for the earth and God’s creation

Benefits of joining GreenStart through Rhode Island Interfaith Power and Light:

· Automatic membership in RI – IPL for congregations joining the program.

· Rhode Island Interfaith Power and Light will make presentations to groups of congregational leaders and/or members in order explain the program in detail.  

· RI – IPL, handles the paperwork for People’s Power and Light.  If the program is approved, the congregation’s governing board or designated authority signs a) a simple agreement (Memorandum of Understanding) with People’s Power and Light that references RI Interfaith Power and Light as the “Referring party;” b) completes a general program application indicating RI – IPL as the “referring party;” and c) signs an RI – IPL Congregation Pledge membership form.  
· RI – IPL trains members of the congregation and helps kick-off the program at your congregation.

·  members by providing materials for GreenStart sign up, conducting outreach as needed (present a talk, make a power point presentation, staff a table, etc.), and training any member to manage future sign-ups.  It is important to take care that “IPL” or “IPL and the _______ congregation” is listed as the “referring” party on all GreenStart customer applications in order to ensure that $10 per year for three years per GreenStart customer supports our work.
Note:  Current GreenStart customers and non-residents of RI are ineligible for this incentive program.
